JIGSAW UNIT- SEX AND RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION

Dear Parents and Carers,

As part of the PSHE and relationships curriculum, and in line with current legislation, we will be teaching
the Sex and Relationships units of education in the second half of the summer term. These units are age
appropriate lessons which have been carefully researched and written by experienced PSHE consultants.
They are part of the JIGSAW scheme of work which we have been using successfully for the past few years,
meeting both curriculum and faith school requirements. In KS2, they are accompanied by the use of

animations and some optional DVD footage from the Living and Growing DVD.

Below is a list with greater detail of the lessons:

We have always given parents the opportunity to watch the animations if they wish, and recommend that
you talk to your child’s teacher if you have any questions. You have the right to withdraw your child from
lessons that refer to human reproduction. This is taught at an age appropriate level during lesson 2 for
Year 4, lesson 4 for Year 5 and lesson 3 for Year 6 children. Again, please speak to your child’s teacher if
you have any questions about content.
