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	FREE SCHOOL MEALS

	Dear Parents and Carers,



Did you know, your child(ren) might be entitled to Free School Meals if you get any of the following:
· Income Support
· Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance
· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance
· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· The guaranteed element of Pension Credit
· Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit. You must also have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190)
· Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit
· Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018, your household income must be less than £7,400 a year (after tax and not including any benefits you get)
Everyone can apply to check their eligibility for Free School Meals through the Bournemouth Council following this link: BCP Free School Meals and clicking the green 'Apply' button at the top of the page.

For everyone who applies and is accepted, the school will get extra funding to support the children’s learning.  It will also mean your child will be able to access select free school holiday clubs plus financial support toward buying school uniform, and has recently also allowed access to holiday food vouchers provided by BCP Council.

If your child is in Reception, Year 1 or Year 2, they are entitled to Universal Free School Meals.  However, it is still worth checking if they are eligible under the Free School Meal scheme for the additional benefits to your family and the school.
